Foffowing the initial diagnosis on 4123109, when Mr. Forte was prescribed the
medications Remeron and Lunesta, he has only been seen by me for medication
management. Dr. Hanis provides continued psychological therapy.

In my professional opinion, Mr. Forte is not presently capable of working in a setting that
requires quick assessments of a situation and decisions about the use of deadly force at
this time. The severity of his symptoms at this time indicate that he is unlikely to be abfe
to return to active police officer employment in the foreseeable future.
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
